RESU1.l; OF OPERATIONS: 

For the period 1 to 19 February 1945 the battalion was attached to the 
82d Airborne Division. The three destroyer companies were supporting the 504th, 
505th and 50Sth Paratroop Regiments and the 325th Glider Regiment., furnishing 
direct fire support and anti-tank protection. During this period nineteen \19) 
stronepoints Vlere neutralized, six ~ 6) pillboxes, one mortar with crew and one ~l) 
Pxkw V ~2th crew were destroyed•

The battalion was in III Corps Reserve from 20 to 24th }o'ebruary 1945 rein­

forcing the fires of the 400th FA Group. 'J.'his firing included fourteen \14) 
registrations and sixty-two (62) harrassing and interdiction and three (3) mT 
missions. A total of 3291 rounds of ammunition were eJq)ended. 

Fror.l 25 to 28 February 1945 the battalion was attached to 99th Infantry 
Division of the VII Corps. The unit was not in contact with the enemy during 
this r-leriod. 

une enlisted man, S/sgt Thomas .H.. Donovan, Company A, received battlefield 
ap!_lQintment as Second Lieutenant. It'our enlisted men and one officer received· 
the Bronze star kedal. 

The strength of the battalion at the end of the period was two enlisted 
men, one \,iarrant Officer and one Officer below authorized strength.

1. 	 Enemy: Period 1 to 5 February 1945. 

a. 	 Units in Contact: 
9th Panzer Division" 3rd" 4th" 5th and 8th companies of the llth 

Panzer Grenadier Regiment, Elements of the 33rd Panzer Regiment and 3rd company 
of the 9th Anti-tank battalion. Uso 89th Volksgrenadier Division" 1st and 3rd 
companies of the 991st Volksgrenadier Regiment and 1st and 3rd companies of the 
189th Anti-tank battalion. The 3rd Parachute Division and the 3rd and 4th com­
panies of the 8th Parachute Regiment. The following are non-divisional units: 
1st and 4th companies of Sich battalion" l06th l"est Stamm company, 88th Stamm 
company, and 10'75th Sich company. (For disposition of units, see overlay) 

b. 	 Reserves; 
Inmediate reserves which could affect our mission were approximately 

one battalion of infantry and 1 COllpany of tanks available for use in our sjctor. 
c. 	 EnemY act1yitx: 

The enemy laid mines in road b~ds and along shoulders of roads used 
by our troops to reach enemy strongpoints. tie used high velocity anti-tank fire 
from dug-in and well concealed positions. Launched small counterattacks in the 
vicinity of Udenbreth and Neuhof. . 

d. 	 EnemY Strength and Morale: 
3 Volksgrenadier Divisions, 2 Panzer type Divisions and one Parachute 

Division were not up to Tic and operating at approximately half strength. Enemy 
morale was fair and they had practically no knoldedge of our situation. Fre­
quently enemy troops were given the mission of occupying a certain strongpoint 
or sector of high ground only to discover upon arrival that our troops were 
already in possession of the places which bears out the fact that the enemy had 
very poor infonnation concerning our front lines. . 

e. 	 PlanS oPen to enemYJ 
To defend and utilize conmanding ground as strong points. Continue 

fighting a delaying action using pillboxes and dug-in anti-tank guns. To 
counterattack with a torce ot approximately a battalion ot infantry supported 
by a company ot tanks northwest ~ direction to Neuhof and Udenbreth. Terrain 
was tavorable tor patrols ot sguad or platoon size who could attempt to take 
PWs and attain our units strength &lld various positions through reconnaissance.

2. 	 OWN SITUATION: . 

. a. During the periocl 1 February 1945 to 5 February 1945 the front lines 


extended tramllanderfe1d (LOO89.3.3) to Lanzerath (LOO2964) to Neuhof (F044024) to 

Udenbreth (F046<)34) Ge~. During period 6 February 1945 to 25 February 1945 

front lines ran along the Roer River from (1112090) to (F096370). During periocl 

25 February to 28 February 1945 tront lines were not applicable as unit was not 

in contact with enemy directly or indirectly. 


b. During period 1 February to 5 February 1945 Battalion CP was located 
in vicinity Hostald (P981986). During period 6 February 1945 to 7 February 1945 
Battalion CP located p609855 vicinity Regne, Belgium. During period 8 February 
to 16 February 1945 Battalion CP was located at K$70323, vicinity ot Raeren, 
Belgium. During period 17 Februar,y to 19 February 1945 Battalion CP located at 
Vossenack, Ge1'll18llY (F034328). During period 20 February 1945 to 24 February 1945 
Battalion CP was at Paustenbach, Germany,(K970258). During period 25 February 
to 26 Februa.ry 192,.5 Battalion CP located at 'l'himister, Belgium (X678301). During 
period 27 February to 28 February 1945 Battalion CP at lYeisweller, Germany '(X994484). 

. c. Unit was attached to the 82d Airborne Division from 1 February to 
19 February 1945, supporting the 504th, 505th, and 50Sth Para Regts and the 325th 
Glider Regt. During period 20 February 1945 to 24 February 1945 Battalion was in 
III Corps Reserve, reinforcing the fires ot the 40Sth FA Gp. During the period 
25 February to .28 February 1945 unit was attached to VII Corps ,and to the 99th 
Inf Div. 

d. During the period 1 Febru&r7 1945 to 19 February 1945 the units of 
this battalion furnished direct fire support and anti-tank protection to the 
units of the 82d Airborne Division in their operations against the en~. During 
the period 20 February 1945 to 24 February 1945 the battalion in III Corps reserve 
turnished reinforcing artillery tire to the 408th FA Gp. During the period 25 
February to 28 February 1945 battalion was attached to the 99th In! Div. The 
99th Inf Div was in VII Corps reserve and no contact was made with the enemy. 

e. Combat efficiency at the end of period was approaching excellent 
with the arrival of M36 destroyers and sufficient replacements to bring unit up 
to normal fighting strength. 

f. During the period 1 February 1945 to 19 February 1945 a total of . 
nineteen l19) strongpoints' were neutralized, six \ 6) pillboxes weredestroyea or 
neutralized, one (1) mortar with crew and one ll) Pxkw V with crew were des­
troyed and ten l10) PW's were taken and turned over to the infantry. During the 
period 20 February to 24 February 1945 the battalion reinforced the fires of the 
40Sth FA Gp, firing a total of fourteen l14) registrations, sixty-t'M) (62) harnJa­
sing and interdiction and three l3) TOT missions expending a total of 3291 rounds 
of ammunition. During period 25 .rebruary to 28 February 1945 unit prepared for 
future operations with the 99th In! Div training drivers and gunners in available t 
time. Maintenance and care of equipment was also stressed.
